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Most Muslim students will realise that anti-
Western agitators offer a road leading
nowhere, But they don't have the loudest
voices on campus and university heads need
to make sure that it remains a place of safety
for them by facing down the extremists.

But that is not enough. Government needs
to have a strategy for promoting upward
maobility in the Muslim population. Many young
men should be steered away from university
and into vocational training for jobs that will
offer them the financial stability that will elude
many graduates. High-earning Muslim
tradesmen would be good role models for
young Muslims.
